The British Pistol Club was founded in 1957, for the encouragement of International Pistol Shooting, and is the oldest and largest shooting club exclusive to pistol in Great Britain. Since its inception the Club has provided competitions and training in accordance with the International Shooting Sports Federation (ISSF). Using air pistols, we are currently shooting, at 25m; Standard Handgun, Standard Pistol, Ladies Sport Pistol and Rapid Fire and. at 10m to ISSF Rules; Provisional Standard Pistol, Provisional Rapid Fire, 60 Shot Men's and 40 Shot Ladies events. We also offer the 10 from 13 muzzle loading event at 25m for single shot Pistol, and Revolver. 

Associate membership is open to anyone who can provide evidence of a serious interest in competitive shooting, and can achieve scores approaching those set as entry standards. 

Full membership is normally only awarded to those who have represented Great Britain at senior level in international ISSF pistol competitions. 

The B.P.C. Clubhouse is the centre of activities for organisation and catering at any of the club weekends, being especially busy at the Open Championships and Open Meetings held each year. 

The British Pistoleer and Newsletter are produced by the B.P.C. to keep its members informed of events both past and present. It includes articles from members, competition results from home and abroad, social events, advice and tips on shooting. They are produced by pistol shooters for members during the year and delivered to you as part of your B.P.C. membership package.
Annual subscriptions are payable by standing order. There is a joining fee for Senior; Juniors do not pay a joining fee and the annual subscription rate is half the senior rate.

Through membership of the B.P.C. you will benefit from shooting alongside some of Great Britain's top shooters.    It is inevitable that the friendly atmosphere along with that competitive element will improve your averages. 

The more experienced members readily give help and advice on all aspects of the sport. The benefit of shooting at Bisley, combined with the reasonable cost is a further advantage to membership of the most prestigious Pistol Club in Great Britain. 

Shooting commences at 9.00am on both Saturday and Sunday at a weekend shoot, adequate time is allowed for lunch in the B.P.C. Clubhouse. The Championship and Open Meeting times are published with the programmes of events.
